1 Reason for Change

At the Technical Plenary meeting in Beverly Hills, the IOP working group presented its conclusions on the handling of optionality in specifications. Contribution OMA-TP-2004-0067 proposes a number of guidelines for handling optionality, aimed at improving the testability of specifications with optional (non-normative) functionality. 

This change request aims to implement the guidelines of contribution OMA-TP-2004-0067 by adding text to the OMA Process document OMA-PROCESS-V1_2-20040412-D on how to deal with optionality in specifications.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The proposed change to the OMA process document is an addition of text on handling optionality in specifications, which does not affect backwards compatibility with the current process.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

The proposed addition to the OMA Process document may (but does not necessarily have to) imply changes to the following documents:

· Specification template: add a section for listing the error conditions described in the specification.

· Consistency Review guidelines: add text describing how the consistency review will check if optionality is handled according to the updated process.

· Consistency Review report template: add a table that lists optional function and how this is handled in the specification.

The changes to these documents are not mandatory however, and fall outside the scope of this change request.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification. 5 Recommendation

We ask the Operations and Process Committee to discuss this proposal and decide whether the proposed changes to the Process document can be submitted to TP for approval.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Attached to this change request is a revision marked copy of the current OMA process document OMA-PROCESS-V1_2-20040412-OptionalityRevisions, which indicates which text is to be added.

Note that changes are made exclusively in section 13.1.2.4.3 (entitled "Stage 11. Creation of the Enabler Package").  No revisions are proposed for any other part of the document.
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
