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1 Reason for Change

The meaning of "approval" or "noting" is clear for specs, input contributions, presentations, meeting minutes. But not for (BoF) reports that contain recommendations. This CR attempts to clarify the BoF section in the current Process Document.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None. Change to be applied only for future work.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

None.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

6 Detailed Change Proposal

In chapter 6.3.4 “Birds of a Feather (BoF)” change the last paragraph from:

BoFs are NOT chartered.  An outcome of the BoF MUST be documented as an informational report under Technical Plenary.  Such an informational report MAY be approved as an informative document and actions resulting from the report SHOULD be proposed for decision-making in the Technical Plenary by the BoF.  BoFs SHALL NOT produce normative documents.  The approval of such informative report is merely for archival purposes.  However, the actions requesting specific decisions from Technical Plenary MUST be raised to Technical Plenary for decision-making.  Such actions MAY be proposed as WIs or Input Documents to the Technical Plenary.  BoFs CANNOT process liaison requests and responses as defined in Section 10.2

BoFs are NOT chartered.  An outcome of the BoF MUST be documented as an informational report under Technical Plenary.  Such an informational report MAY be approved as an informative document. The approval of such informative report is merely for archival and publication purposes and means that the Technical Plenary agrees with the contents of the report. A report that is “noted” by the Technical Plenary MUST NOT be published or used for other official purposes. To avoid possible confusions, Recommendations contained in a BoF’s report SHOULD use wording that does not suggest normativeness after being approved by the Technical Plenary. Recommendations contained in a BoF’s report will not become binding, even after the report is approved by the Technical Plenary. Actions / recommendations resulting from the report SHOULD be proposed separately for decision-making in the Technical Plenary by the BoF. Such actions / recommendations MAY be proposed as WIs or Input Documents to the Technical Plenary. BoFs SHALL NOT produce normative documents.  BoFs CANNOT process liaison requests and responses as defined in Section 10.2.
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
