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1 Reason for Change

Several document types do not have much supporting information to let users know where a doc may best fit.  In particular, the ORG and WP docs are quite open to various interpretations and it would be good to help make these more consistently used.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The ORG and WP doc types have not been formally supported so this change is part of a change new in v1.2.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

While there are existing documents that follow various naming rules, this change does not change the basic impacts of the new naming rules brought forward in v1.2.  These changes will need to be phased into use to accommodate the current document pipeline as well as the supporting tools (e.g. web portal).

4 Intellectual Property Rights
