1 Reason for Change

There were concerns regarding the use of OS for OMA Specifications as a document tag.  After discussion in TP session (30 Sep 2004) a preference for TS (Technical Specification) was shown.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The use of OS had not yet been put into official use so this change is occurring before any real impacts have collected.
