1 Reason for Change

Work Item Documents are socialized prior to being submitted for approval. As a result of the socialization process, the champion for the WID sometimes concludes that the WID is to be withdrawn. At present, there is no way to indicate in a WID that it has been withdrawn prior to having been submitted for approval. This input contribution suggests the introduction of a new document state which can be used for marking draft WIDs that have been withdrawn.
Secondly, there is presently no way to mark a WID that has been closed with a state corresponding to that this has been done. The state “obsolete” could possibly be used for this, but in discussions in REL it was felt that assigning this state to a closed WID may send the wrong signals w r t the deliverables that were created as part of the work item. These may have become obsolete prior to that the WID was closed, but may also still be under maintenance and covered by a new WID. Therefore, it is suggested that a new state is to be introduced for closed WIDs.
