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1 Reason for Change

(1) It is not convenient for developers to find SUP documents when they are not contained in the ERP package.
(2) And it is better to have date and state fields in SUP documents’ names to help developers evaluate the maturity of them.
(3) Some working groups, such as PAG and DS own the xml schema support document. Later other working groups will also need this support document type. But it is not defined in the process document.
(4) In OMA range, the working groups use different behavior to treat AC/DTD/Schema files: support documents vs inline in TSs. It is better to make them as support documents in whole OMA. And MO should be documented in a technical specification rather than a support document.
R01: Correct an error by not excluding external linkage in ERELD 

R02: Merge with contribution 0049. 
          The proposal is intent on normalizing the behavior in the whole OMA to avoid confusion and inconsistency.

Support Documents are normative technical documents intended to provide a means to retain and reference non-specification documents needed to be associated with an enabler or other package.  The support documents SHALL be contained in the appropriate enabler release package. At the same time, the linkage of the formal document and the normal usage file should be described in the appropriate package description (e.g. ERELD).  The <FuncArea> name component should provide some form of type identification (e.g. AC, DTD, XS, etc.), where possible, to permit easy recognition of the likely information contained therein. At this stage, the AC/DTD/XS document types are identified as support document type and SHALL be put in a separate document after the appropriate SUP template is used. The MO (Management Object) SHALL be documented in a technical specification rather than a support document.
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
