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1 Reason for Change

1. Currently there are three SUP template published on following page: 
http://member.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/ops/gen_info/templates.shtml
· OMA DTD

· Application Characteristic Description
· Generic SUP

Along with the work evolution new SUP files emerge, e.g. DDF file and XML Schema.
Both DDF and XML Schema are described using xml. The general xml file can use ‘.xml’ as the file extension. The XML Schema can use the ‘.xsd’ as the file extension.
2. I don’t know why ‘.txt’ is used for permanent documents while ‘.dtd’ is used for publish document. Why not make them same? The following description is copied from the guidance.

The XSD SUP file should be treated as if it has the ".txt" file extension while in the permanent doc area. Though it will be stored in zip format, it will simplify usage and edit. 

Even use the ‘.dtd’ as the file extension, the file still can be easily edited.

The corresponding guidance should be changed. We recommend limit these changes to the developing enablers, but not approved ones.
