Proposed Text to be Added to Existing Test in Section 4 – Introduction

Presence is intended to be a common service enabler that may not be a standalone service enabler, but instead will enhance the user experience of other service enablers (Eg. PoC, IM).  It will allow these enablers to provide information on a users reach ability by indicating if the person is connected to the network, has his specific client running, if he wants to be accessed, or is “in meeting and do not disturb.”  This document will provide an architecture to support a presence enabler and identify the interfaces that need to be supported.  It will also identify interfaces that add value to Presence, but are outside the scope of OMA and should be developed in other organizations (Eg.  3GPP, 3GPP2).
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
