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1 Reason for Change

This document proposes basic flow descriptions for various procedures to be included in GM AD. They are described only on the conceptual level as the message sequence charts before developping the detail group management procedure series. The detail for specific target (PoC group, Accept/Reject list, Contact list) may follow (see Recommendation).

Create List

This procedure is used to create a list. It may be possible to specify the attributes to the list. If not specified, the default attributes which are provided by the service provider are assumed.

This procedure is used to delete a list. Optionally it may be possible to confirm the owners will to do so.

Concatenate List

This procedure is used to concatenate one or more lists and create a new list. It may be possible to specify the attributes to the new list provided they are not contradicting to the concatenated lists. If not specified, the default attributes which are provided by the service provider are assumed. Member entries if duplicated over multiple lists are not created but only one entry with the default attributes unless otherwise specified (FFS).

Add Member Entry

This procedure is used to add the specified member entry to the specified list. It may be possible to specify the attributes to the list. If not specified, the default attributes which are provided by the service provider are assumed.
