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1 Reason for Change

The current definitions of “presentity”, “principal” and related terms are semantically weak.  This contributions proposes fixes to those definitions.
The current PAG AD has the following definitions:

Presence - Information about the status and reachability of a specific individual, usually a person. See "Presentity". Defined in RFC 2778.
Presentity - A distinguished entity or resource for which presence information may be available. A presentity is most commonly a reference for a person, although it may represent a role such as "help desk" or a resource such as " conference room #27". Presentities are generally referenced by distinguished names, such as "dean.willis@softarmor.com" or by phone numbers like "+19724735455". In SIMPLE, presentities are generally referenced using a sip: or tel: URL. -- Defined in RFC 2778. ---
Presence User Agent (PUA): - The software component or process which presents presence information for a presentity to the network. This would typically be an application running in a PC, PDA, or mobile phone. In SIMPLE, it is common but not required for a PUA to push presence information to a "presence server" for distribution to "watchers". Defined in RFC 2778. A SIMPLE PUA is essentially a SIP UA that supports several specific SIP extensions. 

Presence Server (PS): - A node (or set of nodes, in a clustering environment) that acts as an intermediate for the user. Generally this is an always-on "network" server that is the terminal node of a search for the presentity's address-of-record. For example, every user in domain "softarmor.com" might share a presence server, or a set of servers front-ended by a common proxy or set of proxies. However, an end-user system may include presence server functionality. The address resolution rules of SIP are used to find the presence server or proxy for a given address-of-record. Defined in RFC 2778.

Also see RFC 2778 for definitions of the following terms: Presence Information, Presence Tuple, Presence User Agent, Presentity, Presence Server and Principal.

Approved this CR and incorporate the definitions below to the appropriate section of the current Presence AD replacing the definitions referenced in Section 1 of this CR.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Presentity:  A logical entity that has Presence Information (see definition below) associated with it.  This Presence Information may be composed from a multitude of Presence Sources.  A Presentity is most commonly a reference for a person, although it may represent a role such as "help desk" or a resource such as " conference room #27". Presentities are generally referenced by distinguished names, such as "dean.willis@softarmor.com" or by phone numbers like "+19724735455". In SIMPLE, Presentities are generally referenced using a sip:, pres: or tel: URL. This definition maps better to the RFC2778 definition of a principal, rather than that of RFC2778 presentity.  This definition is compatible with the 3GPP/2 definitions of presentity (as well as that of IETF SIMPLE Presence). 
Presence Information: Information pertaining to a Presentity that may include elements such as the status, reachability, and capabilities of that Presentity.  This Presence Information may be composed from a multitude of Presence Sources.  This definition is compatible with the 3GPP/2 definitions.  
Presence Source: A logical entity that provides Presence Information pertaining to exactly one Presentity to the Presence Server. 3GPP/2 PUA, PNA, PEA are examples of Presence Sources.  In IETF SIMPLE Presence a Presence Sources maps to a PUA and the IETF refers to Presence Sources as presentities.
Presence Server:  A logical entity that receives Presence Information from a multitude of Presence Sources pertaining to the Presentities it serves and makes this information available to Watchers according to the policies associated with those Presentities and Watchers.  This definition is equivalent to the IETF SIMPLE Presence definition of a Presence Agent.
Principal: Defined in RFC2778 and maps to an OMA/3GPP/2 Presentity.  Not used in the context of OMA specifications.
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
