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1 Reason for Change

This change request illustrates the information flows necessary for a principal to subscribe to a group of watchers. The group information is managed and also retrieved by the GLMS. 
To subscribe directly to the presence information of a group of watchers the Presence User Agent needs the group information to address all group members.  Due to the nature of the list (global, local) there are two information flows to fulfill.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
This information flow shows the subscription to a global list normally hosted by the GLMS. Therefore the group information is delivered on request from the GLMS to the presence user agent. If there is an actual copy that resides at the PUA the download from the GLMS can be skipped.  
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Figure 1- Subscribing to a global group of watchers
Description of the steps for <<Subscription to a group (e.g. colleague list)>>.

1.) A user sends subscribe to group to his PUA using his terminal. He delegates the details for subscription to group members to the PUA.  

2.) The PUA requires the group member’s addresses and requests this information from the GLMS if it isn’t known in the PUA.

3.) The GLMS sends the requested list to the requesting PUA.

4.) The PUA receives the list and acknowledges the reception to the GLMS.(Actual copy of list was received completely)

5.) With the Accept from the GLMS it flags that it sure a valid copy of the group is now available at the PUA. (If someone changes group members at the GLMS, group copies are known and could be updated during next  usage)
6.) Using the actual member list the PUA subscribes to every group member as shown in information flow 9.1.2.

7.) The information flow is the same as for 9.1.2 

Step 6 and 7 are done as often as there are members that were not subscribed by the PUA.

8.) Depending on the implementation the UE might be informed that the group subscriptions results.
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
