The system administrator SHALL be allowed to control all aspects of the Group Management Service.

6.1.x Delegation

The Group Management Service SHOULD allow Group Management Service users to authorize other users to invoke selected operations on their behalf.
The system administrator SHALL be able to control which Group Management Service users are allow to invoke which operations.
6.1.x Group Management
It SHALL be possible to define “roles” that represent a given set of permissions.  Assignment of those roles to particular Group Members is equivalent to assigning the corresponding set of permissions.
