6.3.3 Presence Server

A Presence Server is an entity that accepts, stores, and distributes Presence Information.

If the Watcher application has requested the use of Partial Notification using the “Accept” header field in the SUBSCRIBE message then the Presence Server SHALL comply with that according to [PARTIAL].

If in the SUBSCRIBE message as it is sent by the Watcher is requested the use of filters according to [FILTER],the Presence Server SHALL apply the appropriate filtering function [FILTER] and format [FILTERFORMAT].

In case a SUBSCRIBE request for presence information of a presentity is sent to the Presence Server then the Presence Server SHALL respond in compliance with [RFC3265], [Presence-EP] and the relevant presence information formats.
In case a SUBSCRIBE request for watcher information template-package is sent to the Presence Server then the Presence Server SHALL comply with [RFC3265], [WINFO] and [WINFOFORMAT].

9.1.7.1 Watcher Initiated Canceling

1. A watcher sends a SUBSCRIBE message to a SIP/IP Core with the “Expires” header set to 0 indicating the canceling a subscription operation, according to [RFC3265] and [Presence-EP]. 

5. The Presence Server sends a NOTIFY request to the SIP/IP Core with a “Subscription-State” header field indicating that the subscription has been terminated, according to [RFC3265] or [Presence-EP].

9.1.7.2  Presence Server Initiated Canceling

1. Presence Server sends a NOTIFY request with a “Subscription-State” header field indicating that the Presence Server wants to terminate a subscription, according to [Presence-EP].

9.8 Subscription Filters

1. A watcher sends a SUBSCRIBE message to the Presence server requesting the Presence information related to all the messaging applications (e.g. MMS,SMS,IM) related to that Presentity. This is done by including a filter in the body of the SUBSCRIBE message according to [Presence-EP], [FILTER] and [FILTERFORMAT].
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
