x.y Error situations

The error handling SHALL follow the procedures described in draft-ietf-simple-xcap-02 [x]. 

x.y.1 Resource existence

For each HTTP PUT request the GM server SHALL

· if the request represents an XML element or an attribute, ensure that the document exists. Otherwise the GM server SHALL return a 404 reponse.

For each HTTP DELETE or GET request the GM server SHALL

· ensure that the document, element, or attribute represented by the request exists. Otherwise the GM server SHALL return a 404 response.

x.y.2 Schema validity

For each HTTP PUT, GET and DELETE request modifying the XML document, the GM server handling the request SHALL ensure that the resulting XML document is valid and compliant with the schema for the application usage identified in the  Request URI. Otherwise the GM server SHALL return a 409 response.

x.y.3 Detailed conflict reports

The GM server MAY include more information about the nature of the error using the XCAP specific error document payload presented in draft-ietf-simple-xcap-02 [x].
