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1 Reason for Contribution

The current version of the OMA GM RD contains requirements, however it states that only GM Service will perform authentication of the GM Subscriber. It is common in both mobile and corporate networks that the a subscriber is authenticated by other means that individually by each service. Authentication by under laying transport or Single Sign On solutions are examples where the subscriber is not authenticated explicitly by the service. 

This contributions intends to make such authentication frameworks possible.

Prior to any GM service interaction (e.g. GM administration & configuration, etc.) the GM subscriber and the GM service shall be mutually authenticated or alternatively the GM subscriber MAY be authenticated by some other authentication framework, e.g. the under laying transport authentication. 

The signalling in GM SHALL be transported in a secure manner.

The service entity SHOULD be able to log the information about any GM interactions.
GM service enabler SHALL ensure the integrity of GM signalling.
