3 Detailed Proposal

6.3 Overall System Requirements

The following are overall system requirements for GM.

1 The performance characteristics for accessing and manipulating information in the GM enabler SHOULD ensure a good user experience.

2 Data consistency of information stored in the GM enabler SHALL be ensured particularly if simultaneous access by multiple authorized users and/or multiple devices is allowed.

3 The GM enabler SHOULD allow access to stored data from any capable device type over any capable network.  

4 The GM enabler SHALL allow a GM subscriber to retrieve a list of all his stored documents.

5 The GM enabler SHALL allow a GM subscriber to retrieve a list of all his stored documents per type of service (e.g., all documents related to his PoC service, etc.).
