6 Detailed Change Proposal

Make the following changes to section 5.1.9 of the RD:

5.1.9  Use Case –Group visibility
5.1.9.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

Group visibility defines who is able to see the group identifier when performing a search. The following classes exist: the group is visible to group members only, and the group is visible to all subscribers.. 
The administrator can define group visibility .If the group visibility is “the group is visible to group members only”, only the member can retrieve the group identifiers. And if the group visibility is “the group is visible to all subscribers”, all the subscribers can retrieve the group identifiers.
5.1.9.2 Actors
Alice: a teacher, who creates a group with the group identifier “STUDENTS”and defines its visibility as “the group is visible to group members only”. At the same time, she is a music fan, so she creates another group with the group identifier “MUSIC”and defines its visibility as “the group is visible to all subscribers”.

Bob: the student of Alice, and also a member of the group “STUDENTS”, who wants to use the search function of the group management.

Charlie: a subscriber who is a music fan, but not a member of the group “STUDENTS” & “MUSIC”, who wants to use the search function of the group management.
5.1.9.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

Alice wants the group “STUDENTS” visible only to the group members, which are her students in this case. And she wants the group “MUSIC” visible to all the subscribers in order to contact other music fans.

Bob wants to find the “STUDENTS” group using searching, and communicate with his classmates.

Charlie wants to find the “MUSIC” group using searching, and communicate with other music fans. 

5.1.9.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits


Alice can define the group “STUDENTS” only visible to the group members, and the group “MUSIC” visible to all the subscribers.

Bob can find the group “STUDENT” using searching.

Charlie can find the group “MUSIC” using searching, but cannot find the group “STUDENT” using searching. 

5.1.9.3 Pre-conditions

Alice is provisioned to use the group management function to define the group visibility.

Bob and Charlie are provisioned to use the search function of the group management.
Bob is a member of the group “STUDENT”, but Charlie not.
5.1.9.4 Post-conditions
When performing a search, the group “STUDENT” is visible to Bob but invisible to Charlie, and the group “MUSIC” is visible to Charlie and Bob.

5.1.9.5 Normal Flow
1. Alice creates a group with the group identifier “STUDENT” and defines its visibility is “the group is visible to group members only”. She adds Bob to the group.

2. Alice creates a group with the group identifier “MUSIC” and defines that its visibility is “the group is visible to all subscribers”. 
3. Bob uses the search function of the group management and sees “STUDENT” and “MUSIC” on the search result list. 

4. Charlie uses the search function of the group management and sees “MUSIC” on the search result list.

5.1.9.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

The administrator must be able to define visibility of the group using his client, and the server should know the visibility of the groups.

The user must be able to use the search function of the group management.
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
