Principals with the appropriate management permission MUST be able to suspend a group.

When a group is suspended, applications or enablers MUST NOT be able to use group lists for any purpose, i.e., if a group is suspended, then the Group Management service SHALL NOT respond to requests to retrieve the list of members associated with a group.  
Administrative operations MAY still be performed on groups, e.g., changing list of members or permissions.
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
