3 Detailed Proposal

4. Introduction (informative)

Various OMA enablers such as Presence, Push to Talk Over Cellular (PoC), Instant Messaging (IM) etc., need support for access to and manipulation of certain user-specific information that are needed by these enablers. Such user-specific information, for simplicity often referred to as “groups” or “lists” (hence the name Group Management), consist of data that are needed to support various end user services. 

Some examples of such user-specific information (whose semantics and syntax are outside the scope of the GM enabler) include:

· PoC Group: the list of PoC participants who can take part in a PoC session as well additional PoC user-specific properties such as auto-answering incoming PoC call requests etc. 

· PoC Accept/Reject List: which lists PoC callers who are allowed/not allowed to call a given user

· Presence List: a list of users who are potential presentities, so that this list can be used to collectively subscribe to the presence status of each member in that list

· Presence Authorization Policy List: which lists potential watchers for a presentity and what presence information each watcher is allowed to see


Notice from these examples that such user-specific information are not always pure lists (of users) but can be a combination of lists together with other service-specific properties that define an end-user’s personalization of the service behavior. Their respective enablers specify the items that make up the “lists” in the examples above, including their semantics and usage.  For example, the PoC enabler specifies how, when a PoC user “calls” a PoC Group, the PoC service uses the list of members in that group as a dial-out list to set up a one-to-many PoC session. Over time, it is expected that other OMA enablers will define additional user-specific information needed for their operation.

To make such user-specific information accessible to the enablers that need them, the information is expected to be stored in the network where it can be located, accessed and manipulated (created, changed, deleted) by the end-user or an authorized entity. The protocol defined by the Group Management enabler also can be used to manipulate such user-specific information. 

The Group Management enabler specifies a particular type of list, the Contact List, which is a convenient way for an end user to group together a number of end users (e.g., “Friends”, “Family etc.) or other resources, where such a list is expected to be reused for a number of different services. It is not enabler-specific and can be re-used wherever an end-user has a need to collectively refer to a group of other end users or resources. To this end, the Group Management enabler is expected to specify the use of an extensible and neutral format (e.g., XML) by which the Contact List will be defined, as well as the common protocol for access and manipulation of such Contact Lists by authorized end users and/or enablers. This common protocol should also be used for access and manipulation of other user-specific information, thereby promoting reusability.

Thus, the Group Management enabler provides an OMA “common function” for use by end-users or other OMA enablers.
