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1 Reason for Change

One of the functions of the Presence Server is to apply subscription authorization policy.  The subscription authorization policy is created and managed according to the GM AD.

This change is to illustrate the information flow for how the subscription authorization policy is transferred to the Presence Server from the GLMS, and how the Presence Server subsequently ensures that its locally cached copy is not stale.

6.2.x Transferring Subscription Authorisation Policy from the GLMS 

A presentity can use the GLMS to create and maintain presence authorisation policy, which the Presence Server uses to determine which watchers are allowed to subscribe to the presentity’s presence information  This information flow illustrates how the the subscription authorisation policy is transferred to the Presence Server from the GLMS, and how the Presence Server subsequently ensures that its locally cached copy is not stale.
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Figure a – Transferring Subscription Authorisation Policy from the GLMS
1. An initial copy of a presentity’s subscription authorisation policy is transferred to the Presence Server from the GLMS, using the protocol defined in [OMA GMAD], and cached locally.  The trigger for transferring the initial copy is outside the scope of this specification.
2. The Presence Server sends a SIP SUBSCRIBE request to the GLMS.  The Event header field includes the “xcap-change” event type and a parameter identifying the subscription authorisation policy document which is being subscribed to, according to [LISTMOD].
3. The SIP/IP Core forwards the SIP SUBSCRIBE request to the appropriate GLMS.

4. The GLMS performs the necessary authorisation checks, and accepts the subscription by sending a SIP 200 OK response to the SIP/IP Core.

5. The SIP/IP Core forwards the SIP 200 OK response to the Presence Server.

6. Immediately after sending the SIP 200 OK, the GLMS sends a SIP NOTIFY request to the SIP/IP Core.  The Event header field includes the “xcap-change” event type, and the body contains only the Etag (version number) of the document which is being subscribed to, according to [LISTMOD].
7. The SIP/IP Core forwards the SIP NOTIFY request to the appropriate Presence Server.
8. The Presence Server acknowledges the SIP NOTIFY request with a SIP 200 OK response.

9. The SIP/IP Core forwards the SIP 200 OK response to the appropriate GLMS.
10. The subscription authorisation policy document is modified by an authorised entity according to [OMA GMAD].

11. The GLMS sends a SIP NOTIFY request to the SIP/IP Core.  The Event header field includes the “xcap-change” event type, and the body contains the new Etag of the modified document according to [LISTMOD].  The body may additionally contain information about the modifications made to the document, or the modified document itself.
12. The SIP/IP Core forwards the SIP NOTIFY request to the appropriate Presence Server.
13. The Presence Server acknowledges the SIP NOTIFY request with a SIP 200 OK response.
14. The SIP/IP Core forwards the SIP 200 OK response to the appropriate GLMS.
15. If the Presence Server is not able to determine the modified subscription authorisation policy document from the information contained in the NOTIFY, the Presence Server retrieves the modified subscription authorisation policy document from the GLMS, using the protocol defined in [OMA GMAD], and caches it locally.
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
