The Presence ServerPS determines which authorised watchers are entitled to receive the updates of the presence information for this presentity. For each appropriate watcher, the PSpresence server generatessends a SIP NOTIFY requestmessage that contains either the full or partial updates ofto the presence information. Theis SIP NOTIFY request is sent along the pathinside the existing dialog created by of the SIP SUBSCRIBE requestdialog to the SIP/IP Core network of the wWatcher.


The SIP/IP Core network forwards the SIP NOTIFY requestmessage to the PUA of the watcher.


The PUA of the watcher acknowledges the SIP NOTIFY messagerequest with a SIP 200 OK response to its SIP/IP Core network.


The SIP/IP Core network of the wWatcher forwards the SIP 200 OK response to the PSresence Server.

A watcher sends a SIP SUBSCRIBE requestmessage to a Presence Serverthe PS indicating the support for the default Presence Iinformation Data fFormat defined in [PIDF] (e.g. “application/pidf+xml”) and for the the partial PIDF notification (“application/pidf-partial+xml”) defined in [PARNOTFORMAT]. The watcher also indicates the support for the partial notification mechanism in the Accept header according to [PARNOT]. 


The SIP/IP Core network forwards the SIP SUBSCRIBE request message to the PSresence Server as normal.


The PSresence Server authorizes the subscription and sends a SIP 200 OK response to the SIP/IP Core network.


The SIP/IP Core network forwards the SIP 200 OK response to the wWatcher.


The PS, resence Server based on the parameters of the “Accept” header in the SUBSCRIBE message sent by the Watcher creates a NOTIFY message that includes a the watcher’s indication supporting Ppartial nNotification mechanism, generates a SIP NOTIFY request, which includes a full state presence document formulated according to [PARNOTFORMAT] (based on application/pidf-partial+xml) that contains the full state. The SIP NOTIFY requestmessage is forwarded to the SIP/IP Core network.


The SIP/IP Core network forwards the SIP at NOTIFY request message to the watcher.


The watcher sends a SIP 200 OK responsemessage to the SIP/IP Core network to acknowledge the SIP NOTIFY request.


The SIP/IP Core network forwards the SIP 200 OK response to the PSresence Server.


After some time the pPresentity’s pPresence information changes (e.g. a tuple changes its <status>) so a PUA and it is advertisedpublishes the new state to the PSresence server by generatingwith a SIP PUBLISH requestmessage.


The PSresence Server acknowledges the SIP PUBLISH request with a SIP the 200 OK response.


The Presence serverPS generates a NOTIFY request which includes includes a pPartial pPresence document formulated according to [PARNOTFORMAT] that showingincludes only the changed tuple.


The SIP/IP Core network forwards the SIP NOTIFY request message to the wWatcher.


The wWatcher acknowledges the SIP NOTIFY requestmessage with a SIP 200 OK response.


The SIP/IP Core network forwards the SIP 200 OK response to the PSresence Server.

1.	The lifetime of a tuple elapses and there is no refreshing transaction to update the lifetime of the tuple.


2.	The PS issues a SIP NOTIFY request including the updated presence information.


3.	The SIP/IP Core network forwards theat SIP NOTIFY request to the watcher.


4.	The watcher sends a 200 OK responsemessage to the SIP/IP Core network to acknowledge the SIP NOTIFY request.


The SIP/IP Core network forwards the 200 OK OK response to the PS.
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
