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1 Reason for Contribution

In the Chicago meeting, there has been considerable discussion on some architectural issues relating to the GM enabler.  This contribution captures some of the items that we agreed upon, and is intended to be a guide for future contributions.

3 Detailed Proposal

It was agreed that:

· GM Server only stores lists of URIs (this includes items such as "tel:" URLs)

· Application specific data is stored in the appropriate application server

· A common protocol is used (XCAP) to manipulate the data to/from the GM Server.  

· The same protocol can used to manipulate relevant application specific data to/from any application servers (e.g. PoC Server)

· SIMPLE may be used in addition to XCAP to implement subscribe/notify functionality to be notified of and retrieve incremental changes to the aforementioned data.

 Scenario (see picture below): 

· A POC Group is stored in the PoC Server

· A POC Group consists of a pointer(s) to a membership list, plus some policies specific to that group.

· A POC Group may refer to lists stored in the GM Server
