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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes a restructuring and thinning of section 4.5 of the GM AD.  This is a replacement of the existing text in section 4.5.  The proposed text provides a very brief, abstract, unilateral description of a shared XML document type and a service specific XML document type.  It is recommended that the known individual XML documents (URI List, Access Lists, etc.) not be identified in this document, but in the specifications document.  This will future-proof this section and the AD document when new XML documents need to be defined.  The specifications will also contain the actual structure of the XML documents and that does not need to be defined in the AD as well.

4.5 Document Types
4.5.1 Shared Documents
A shared document is a document that contains related information to be utilized by one or more services or service enablers.  A shared document may be accessed by more than one authorized user.
A shared document is created when an authorized user requests to create a new document.  A shared document is kept until the user requests to delete it or the service provider deletes it based on the policy.  
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4.5.2 Service Specific Documents
A service specific document is a document containing information specific to the functionality of one service or service enabler, and can only be utilized by that service or service enabler.  A service specific document may be accessed by more than one authorized user.

A service specific document is created when an authorized user requests to create a new document.  A service specific document is kept until the user requests to delete it or the service provider deletes it based on the policy.  
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
