This section describes the different elements and attributes for the different types of groups and lists. Note that some of the attributes might be implicitly supported by the protocol  chosen for Group and List management however they are listed here to represent the data exchanged by the GM Client and the GM Service. 

4.6.X.5 Contact List

 Contact lists are collections of subscriber and group identities, used by the end user as a means of organizing  his contacts. A contact list SHALL comply to the resource list format presented in [draft-ietf-simple-xcap-list-usage-03].

A contact list SHALL contain the following information 

· Identifier; a contact list SHALL be addressble using its XCAP or SIP URI.

· Name; a descriptive name for the contact list

· List of end user and group identities

· Each identity shall contain a URI and a descriptive name

· Indication whether the contact list is the default contact list
