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1 Reason for Contribution

PAG WG agreed on the restructuring of the GM AD. This contribution addresses Section 4.5

2 Summary of Contribution

Section 4.5 is proposed to be promoted to an own main section (Section 5). 

It is proposed to add two new subsections, 5.1 Generic and 5.2 Enabler specific, in order to describe the generic and enabler specific features and functions, respectively.

The contribution also proposes to add two subsections 5.1.3 Search and 5.1.4 Notifications of changed data.

Furthermore, the contribution proposes to replace the term “group/list” with “data”, or “document” as appropriate.

5.6 Generic

5.6.2 Authentication

The GM Subscriber must be authenticates before using the GM Services. The authentication can be performed either by the GM Service, the under laying transport network or other authentication framework.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the mechanism for securing Ut interface SHALL be applied to the GM-3 interface.  Specifically [3GPP TS 33.141], [3GPP2 X.S0027-003-0] SHALL be used to provide the security protection, where the GAA mechanism referred in [3GPP TS 33.141], [3GPP2 X.S0027-003-0], as an underlying network mechanism, SHOULD be used. Alternatively, Tthe GM Service use HTTP Digest authentication as specified in [RFC 2617] could also be used. Both mechanisms MUST be implemented in the GM Service, and the GM Client MUST implement either HTTP Digest authentication or [3GPP TS 33.141], [3GPP2 X.S0027-003-0] as specified in [FIX_ME: OMA_GM_SPEC_1_0OMA GM Specification]

Description of how authentication is performed by the under laying transport network or other authentication framework is out of the scope of this specification. 

5.6.3 Data Management Operations 

This section describes the generic operations that can be performed on documents managed by the GM Service. 
Note that some groups or list might not support all operations. 

5.1.2.1 Create or Replace Document 

A user SHALL create a group or list document by specifying the name for the group or list document. The GM client SHALL construct the URI which is later used to access the document. The user MAY also specify the contents of the group or list document at creation time.

NOTE: Creating a new group or list document with same name replaces the existing document.

5.1.2.2 Delete Document
To delete a group or list document, the GM client SHALL issue a delete request to the URI pointing to that document.

5.1.2.3 Get Document
To get the group or list document contents, the GM client SHALL issue a get request to the URI pointing to that document.

5.1.2.4 Create or Replace Element

To create an element (or entry) to the group or list document, the GM client SHALL specify in the URI the group or list document, and also the location in the document where the element is to be added. The request SHALL also contain the element itself.

Replacing an element is similar to creating an element, only when replacing an element the URI SHALL point to an existing element which is to be replaced.

5.1.2.5 Delete Element

To delete an element, the GM client SHALL issue a delete request, and specify the document and element in the URI.

5.1.2.6 Get Element

To get the value of an element, the GM client SHALL issue a get request, and specify the XCAP document and element in the URI.

5.1.2.7 Create or Replace Attribute

To create an attribute for an element, the GM client SHALL specify in the URI the group or list document and the element for which the attribute is to be created. The request SHALL also contain the attribute itself.

Replacing an attribute is similar to creating an attribute, only when replacing an attribute the URI SHALL point to an existing attribute which is to be replaced.

5.1.2.8 Delete Attribute

To delete an attribute, the GM client SHALL issue a delete request, and specify the document, element and attribute in the URI.

5.1.2.9 Get Attribute

To get the value of an attribute, the GM client SHALL issue a get request, and specify the document, element and attribute in the URI.
