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1 Reason for Change

Section 4.2.2 Use Case Coverage in the Presence AD needs to be completed in such a way that only those use cases in Presence RD, which are not covered in current architecture, are shown in the table of section 4.2.2.

Principles of change: 

One thing need to be aware of is that the current AD includes reference documents for specification work, in other words, specifications reference documents.

The following use cases of Type A, B, and C are assumed covered within the current architecture so that those use cases are not shown in the table of section 4.2.2 in Presence AD. The use cases of Type D is assumed not covered in the current architecture.

· Type A: Use cases that can be specified based on explicit description of the current AD or the specifications reference documents.
· Type B: Use cases that may be specified based on some enhancements of the specifications reference documents if those enhancements are ever needed.

· Type C: Use cases that may be specified based on implementation applications with the descriptions in the current AD or specifications reference documents. E.g., defining semantics of presence information.

· Type D: Use cases that do not belong to Type A, Type B nor Type C.

Conclusion: Only Web Service Interface (WSI) related use cases is considered as Type D use cases.
