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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution will clarify what operations the SIP core performs to help the GM enabler.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes clarifying what operations the SIP core performs.
3 Detailed Proposal

The proposed section 6.3.1 in document 0408R03 has the following text:
The SIP/IP core network includes a number of SIP proxies and SIP registrars.  The SIP/IP Core network performs the following functions that are needed in support of the GM Service:


Routes the SIP signaling between the XDM Client and the XDM servers


Provides discovery and address resolution services


Supports SIP compression


Performs authentication and authorization of the XDM Client based on user’s service profile


Maintains the registration state 


Provides charging information
After looking at RFC 3261 and discussing SIP with some colleagues, I believe that the general SIP/IP core does not perform any authentication and authorization.  SIP messages can transport the required information, but the SIP components do not perform the functions, but rather, leave that work to the SIP endpoints.  Likewise, SIP can capture some information about the exchanged messages, but it does not have visibility to all the messages.  Further, there are no interfaces yet defined to extract such information to be used as input to charging/billing systems.
The discovery and address resolution service is more complicated.  Endpoints will register to the SIP core.  SIP messages specify a destination URI so the SIP core will route messages to the endpoint (if registered).  However, the normal DNS address resolution mechanism is used, not a special SIP mechanism.  I'm not really sure how "discovery" is being used above – I don't think SIP provides a mechanism to discover the right interface to be used for the destination, or to find a destination that performs a certain function (e.g., find a print server).
RFC 3261 does not describe any compression function.  I think compression is provided by IMS, not base SIP.

So, in summary, I would emphasize the routing aspects of SIP and would therefore change the text in this section to:
The SIP/IP core network performs the following functions that are needed in support of the GM enabler:


Routes the SIP signaling between the XDM Client and the XDM servers






Maintains the registration state of XDM clients and servers

