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1 Reason for Change

Over time, PAG has decided that there are at least two difference subjects being addressed by the GM RD.  The proposed new text attempts to clarify the different areas being addressed.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

No compatibility issues exist.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

This change should not affect any other specifications that are finished or are in progress.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Various OMA enablers such as, Presence, Push to Talk Over Cellular (PoC), Instant Messaging (IM), etc. need support for access to and manipulation of certain information that are needed by these enablers.  
Some examples of such information (whose semantics and syntax are outside the scope of the GM enabler) include:

· PoC Group: the list of PoC participants who can take part in a PoC session as well as additional PoC user-specific properties such as auto-answering incoming PoC call requests, etc. 

· PoC Accept/Reject List: the lists of PoC callers who are allowed/not allowed to call a given user

· Presence List: a list of users who are potential presentities, so that this list can be used to collectively subscribe to the presence status of each member in that list

· Presence Authorisation Policy List: which lists potential watchers for a presentity and what presence information each watcher is allowed to see


Notice from these examples that such information are not always pure lists (of users) but can be a combination of lists together with other service-specific properties that define an end-user’s personalization of the service behaviour. The enablers specify the items that make up the “lists” or "groups" in the examples above, including their semantics and usage.  Over time, it is expected that other OMA enablers will define additional information needed for their operation.

It is envisaged that the GM RD would result in multiple specifications.  One enabler specification would specify a protocol that could be used by any enabler to manipulate documents containing information pertaining to that enabler.  A second enabler specification would specify how a certain type of shared information (URI lists) can be stored, retrieved, and managed by multiple enablers.
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
