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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes client provisioning parameters for the XDM enabler.  These are captured in the Application Characteristics (AC) format requested by the OMA DM WG.  Revisions based on previous discussions have been tracked in the annotated version of the file (WORD format).
2 Summary of Contribution

This document proposes a list of XDM application parameters that requires to be provisioned in the terminal with the XDM client. An earlier contribution (OMA-PAG-2004-0470R02-Client-provisioning-for-Poc---presence-and-GLMS) introduced this topic and initiated the dialog on this subject material. This contribution has 1 attachment:

1) A WORD formatted version of the textual AC file that shows the changes that have been made and includes some commentary text for supporting information.  
2) 
In the revision R01 of this contribution, few client provisioning parameters specified in the detailed proposal (section-3) of the original contribution were modified based on the initial recommendations from other members.  
The R2 version edited the textual WORD file so that members may better examine the file format required (TEXT) while preserving the ability to see the aggregate changes.
The R3 revised some of the parameters to capture changes based on review of the OMA-WAP-ProvCont document which is being used to define the fields in the AC file.  In addition, the APPREF and TO-APPREF fields were added to better show how these are believed to operate – this understanding needs to be validated with the DM WG due to the provisional nature of these fields (CR to ProvCont).

· Addition of APPREF and TO-APPREF

· Update of example to better show a completed version
