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1 Reason for Change

Bulletpoint 1 in section 6.1.2.1 states that: 

The XDM Client

1. SHALL set the Request-URI to the public SIP URI identifying the document owner, or to the SIP URI identifying the service instance (e.g. PoC Group URI, or Presence List URI);

Bulletpoint 2 in section 6.2.2.1 states that: 

Upon receiving a SUBSCRIBE request for the “sip-profile” event defined in [SIP_UA_Prof] the XDM Server performs the following steps:

(..)

2. SHALL use the Request-URI as an XUI identifying the document owner;

Also [draft-ietf-sipping-config-framework-05] in section 4.6 states: 

When a user or device enrolls with a SUBSCRIBE request, the request URI will contain some kind of identifying information for that user or device.  This identity is mapped to an XCAP User ID (XUID) based on an implementation specific mapping.  

Therefore the R-URI is used in the SIP SUBSCRIBE request as the equivalent of the XUI in XCAP, therefore the SIP URI of the document owner ONLY needs to be put there and not that of the “service instance” as there is no determined way to perform mapping between the URI of the “service instance” and that of the document owner.

6.1.1.1 Initial subscription

An XDM Client MAY subscribe to the changes in the XML documents by sending a SUBSCRIBE request.

The XDM Client SHALL generate SUBSCRIBE request according to [RFC3265] and [SIP_UA_Prof] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.

The XDM Client

2. SHALL set the Request-URI to the public SIP URI identifying the document owner;

3. SHALL include value “application” in the “profile-name” Event header parameter;

4. SHALL include the AUID to be watched in the “app-id” Event header parameter;

5. MAY include the “document” Event header parameter specifying the document to be watched;

6. SHALL include an Accept header to indicate acceptable content-type for notifications. The Accept header

a. MAY include the value “application/xcap-diff+xml” to indicate support for partial XML updates described in [XCAP_Diff];

b. MAY include the value “message/external-body” to indicate support for content indirection described in [INDIRMECH];

7. SHALL send the SUBSCRIBE request towards the SIP/IP Core according to the procedures of the SIP/IP core.

Note: The XDM Client is not able to subscribe for changes in multiple documents stored under different AUIDs in a single subscription. This functionality has been postponed for a future release.

The responses to the SUBSCRIBE request SHALL be handled in accordance with [RFC3265], [SIP_UA_Prof], and the procedures of the SIP/IP core.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the XDM Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS requirements, mechanisms and procedures as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.
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
