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1 Reason for Change

When two or more Presence Sources on behalf of the same Presentity publish their presence information, some of the presence information between or among these Presence Sources should keep synchronous, e.g. the person element of presentity. For example, a person owns one mobile phones and one PDA, and both of them can publish presence information on behalf of the person, so it’s better to keep their information pertaining to the person element (such as mood, habit, willingness of communication) same. The presence signalling flows of Aggregating published presence information from multiple sources in the Presence specs not specify these.

5.2 Watcher

The watcher is an entity that subscribes to presence information about a presentity or list of presentities (i.e. presence list).
When the SIP/IP Core network corresponds with 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD networks, the watcher MAY be implemented in a UE or an AS as defined in [3GPP TS 23.228] and [3GPP2 X.S0013-002] respectively.
5.2.1 General

A watcher SHALL support subscription and notification of presence information, according to the subscriber procedures described in [RFC3265] and [RFC3856]. 

A watcher SHALL support the ‘application/pidf+xml’ content type, according to [RFC3863].

A watcher SHALL be able to interpret all the elements listed in section 10.2 or a subset of those, based on its specific requirements. The watcher MAY support other PIDF extensions to interpret elements whose semantics do not match with those defined in section 10.2.

The watcher SHALL be able to communicate the received presence information to external presence-enabled applications (e.g. PoC, IM, Gaming), as required.

The watchers MAY be co-located with presence sources (for example, to synchronize the presence information that is being published across different sources).  Any such interactions are out of scope of the current specifications.
5.2.2 Subscription to a Presence List

Presence lists enable a watcher to subscribe to multiple presentities using a single subscription.

A watcher MAY subscribe to a presence list.  If a watcher subscribes to a presence list, it SHALL support the SIP event notification extension for resource lists, according to the subscriber procedures described in [EVENTLIST].  
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
