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1 Reason for Change

The POC-CP contains statements like: “…Upon receipt of a SIP INVITE request that includes a Group Identity, which identifies the Chat PoC Group in the request URI that is hosted in the PoC Server, the PoC Server…”
The PoC Server must be able to easy distinguish between pre-arranged (dial-out) and chat (dial-in) groups. This requires a new PoC XDM element.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.1.1
Structure

The structure of a PoC Group document is based on a <list-service> template. Each <list-service> document SHALL describe one PoC Group.

NOTE: It is hoped that the <list-service> document described in this release to define a PoC Group can be reused and, if needed, extended by other service enablers.

The PoC Group document SHALL conform to the structure of the <list-service> document described in this sub‑clause. The schema definition is provided in section 5.1.3.

The <list-service> element

a) SHALL include a “uri” attribute representing the PoC Group identity;

b) MAY include any other attributes from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility;

c) MAY include a <display-name> containing a human readable name;

d) MAY include a <list> element representing the group members;

e) MAY include an <invite-members> element indicating whether the group members will be invited;

f) MAY include a <max-participant-count> element;

g) MAY include a <ruleset> element representing the authorization policy associated with this group;

h) 
i) MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.
Each <list> element SHALL be composed of a sequence of zero or more elements, each of which MAY be

a) an <entry> element containing a SIP URI (as defined in [RFC3261]) or a TEL URI (as defined in [RFC3966]) identifying a single user;

b) an <external> element containing an XCAP URL identifying a URI List stored in the Shared XDMS (as defined in [SHAREDXDM]). 

The structure of the <ruleset> element SHALL conform to [COMMONPOL]. Each <ruleset> element is composed of a sequence of zero or more <rule> elements.

The <conditions> child element of any <rule> element MAY include the following child elements:

a) the <identity> element as described in [COMMONPOL];

b) the <external-list> element as defined in [XDMSPEC] Section 6.6.1;

c) the <other-identity> element as defined in [XDMSPEC] Section 6.6.1;
d) the <is-list-member> element as defined in Section 5.1.3.

Other types of <conditions> elements described in [COMMONPOL] are not defined by this specification. This means that, if present, the PoC server ignores such elements.

The <actions> child element of any <rule> element MAY include the following child elements defined in Section 5.1.3:

a) the <allow-conference-state> element

b) the <allow-invite-users-dynamically> element

c) the <join-handling> element

d) the <allow-initiate-conference> element

e) the <allow-anonymity> element

The <transformations> child element of any <rule> element MAY include the following child elements defined in Section 5.1.3:

a) the <is-key-participant> element

5.1.6
Data Semantics

The PoC Group document SHALL conform to the semantics described in this sub‑clause.

The value of the “uri” attribute in the <list-service> element represents a PoC Group Identity.



The <entry> child element of <list>, if present, contains either a SIP URI (as defined in [RFC3261]) or TEL URI (as defined in [RFC3966]) identifying a group member. The value of an <entry> element SHALL contain a syntactically valid PoC Address (see [OMA-POC-CP]).

The  <list> element may contain <external> child elements referencing URI Lists stored in the Shared XDMS (as defined in [SHAREDXDM]). Such referenced URI lists are constrained to belong to the same user as that of the PoC Group document.

The <invite-members> element indicates whether the PoC Server will invite the group members to the PoC Group Session. The value is of a Boolean type:
“false”
represents the Chat PoC Group (see [OMA-POC-CP]). The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function will not invite the group members to the PoC Group Session. This is the default value taken in the absence of the element.

“true”
represents the Pre-arranged PoC Group (see [OMA-POC-CP]). The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function will invite the members of the <list> element as described in [OMA-POC-CP] section 7.2.1.3.
The <max-participant-count> element indicates the maximum number of participants allowed by the document owner in the PoC group session. The usage of this parameter is described in [OMA-POC-CP]. 

The <is-list-member> “condition” element is used to match those entries that belong to the <list> element.
The <join-handling> element defines the action that the PoC Server is to take when processing a particular request to join a conference.

The <allow-initiate-conference> “action” is used to indicate that the identity matching this rule is allowed to initiate a PoC group session.
The <allow-invite-users-dynamically> “action” is used to represent whether the identity is allowed to instruct the PoC Server to invite a user to a PoC Session. The semantics of the <allow-invite-users-dynamically> element is defined in [OMA-POC-CP].

The <allow-anonymity> “action” is used to indicate whether anonymity is allowed for a matching identity that is requesting anonymity. If this element is undefined, then it has a value of FALSE.

The <allow-conference-state> “action” is used to indicate that the identity matching this rule is allowed to subscribe to the conference state event package.

The <is-key-participant> “transformation” is used to indicate that the identity matching this rule is a ”distinguished participant”. The semantics of the “distinguished participant” is defined in [OMA-POC-AD].
