5.9 Content Server

The Content Server SHALL support HTTP GET and PUT methods [RFC2616], and the procedures defined in [CONTENTIND]. 
The Content Server SHALLstore a MIME object when receiving it in an HTTP PUT request behind the HTTP URI therein. . 
The Content Server SHALL return a MIME object in a 200 OK response to an HTTP GET request. The Content Server SHALL fetch the MIME object from the Request URI of the HTTP GET request.
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
