3 Detailed Proposal

Here are the specific differences (between –00 and –01) as outlined in the SIMPLE IETF list by J.Rosenberg:

· digest authentication now uses AOR associated with username/pass as the identity

· the identity section talks about aliases - in particular, aliases appear as separate identities to the system, and are not canonicalised or mapped to each other when processing a subscription

· the authorization document is presented as the guide for the presence server processing in the presence data model

· the anonymous condition also includes cases where the asserted identity contains anonymous.invalid in the domain, or if the request was not authenticated at all

· the sub-handling actions are now mapped into the subscription authorization decision and selection of the composition policy, which the presence model document now talks about

· removed inclusion-set type, each of the <provide-elements> is now Boolean

· removed the <provide-contact> element. Contact always needs to be there for services per the data model

· Added provide-person, provide-devices and <provide-services> permissions

· For provide-devices and provide-services, make use of a new substitution group whose member elements serve the purpose of identifying devices and services

· clarified how sphere is obtained

· aligned set of presence attributes with latest rpid document

· consistently set AUID to pres-rules

· updated references

Since the upload of the initial CR a newer version of the pres-rules draft has become available and the changes between –01 and –02 now are:

· allow instance ID to be used as a selector for person, device and service
· allow class to be used as a selector for person, device and service added a provide-all-attributes permission
· moved away from substitution groups for device and service selector containers
· note the dangers of using <sphere> to determine the subscription handling
· presence authorization documents inherit the MIME type of the common policy documents
· specify that no normative statements are made about when the presence authorization processing is to be applied, so long as the final doc sent to the watcher meets the privacy constraints
· changed definition of anonymous so that it only includes authenticated anonymous identities, and documented how that is determined, including usage with draft-ietf-sip-identity
· added back draft-ietf-sip-identity as normative ref and means for authentication for id elements
· removed schema and type definitions for anonymous, as these are now in common policy
· defined detailed rules for handling of the sub-handling permission, by describing its interactions with RFC 3857 state machinery and the rules in rfc3265. Note that presence-auth allows subscription processing not envisioned in rfc3857 - that a subscription can move from active back to pending.
· clearly indicate which parts of tuple, device and person are always included in the generated document. This is timestamp, basic status, contact and device-ID
· defined the component-id permission, which defines the degree to which the contact URI and device ID are randomized/obfuscated.
