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1 Reason for Change

XDM client can store URI lists to Shared XDMS, which can be then shared between multiple applications and multiple XDM clients hold by the same user. Client first creates shared list to shared XDMS and after that client can add to a PoC group document reference to it. So the list of URIs in shared XDMS can be used as member list of the group. Same list can be referenced also from RLS document. URIs in these lists should be public user id (PUI) referring to single user.

In addition, the client can create a entry into the Shared XDMS that holds the public service id (PSI) i.e PoC group URI, which user may have received in the Group Advertisement message.

The problem exists if user wants to download Shared lists to the other XDM clients that user holds. XDM client has no information whether single URI in the Shared XDMS is a PUI or PSI and so XDM client cannot know whether a single URI should be treated as a one-to-one contact or PoC group.

This problem can be solved by expanding Resourcelist with   one new element under  “entryType” complexType definition, which defines  <entry> element. 





New element <uriusage> is an abstract type, which will let each application define application specific URI usages in their own specifications. If URI usage is not defined as an application specific service then uri is always PUI. Otherwise it is PSI.
