1 Reason for Change

Rev  1 has same content as original one but used template is now correct (change request instead of input contribution). 

There are some inconsistencies in Shared XDM Specification:

1) In section 2.1, there is a reference to IOPPROC, which is never used through the text. It should be deleted.

2) In Section 2.2, the same happens to [XDMAD] and [Presence_XDM]

3) In Section 2.2, the references are [PoC_XDM] and [RLS_XDM], but in the text they are used as [PoC_XDMS] and [RLS_XDMS] (notice the ending "S").

4. Introduction
This specification, which is a part of the XML Document Management enabler, describes a particular type of list, the URI List, which is a convenient way for a principal to group together a number of URIs (e.g., as “Friends”, “Family” etc.) or other resources, where such a list is expected to be reused for a number of different services. Such a list is not enabler-specific and can be re-used wherever a principal has a need to collectively refer to a group of other end users or resources. For example, the reference to a list of “Friends” can be an entry in a PoC Group member list (see [PoC_XDM] for details), or be included in a Presence List (see [RLS_XDM] for details). 

This specification provides the data schema and application usage of a URI List. It reuses the document structure “resource-lists” described in IETF [XCAP_List].
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
