So also values “allow” and “block” should be changed to be align with latest modifications in chapter 5.1.7.
In addition to above, the latest version of PoC XDM specification chapter 5.1.3 XML schema defines <join-handling> element as following:

The semantics of the <join-handling> elemenent is defined in [OMA-PoC-CP] section 7.2.1.6. The possible values are:

instructs the PoC Server to block the access to the PoC Session. This SHALL be the default value taken in the absence of the element. This value SHALL be assigned the numeric value of 0.


“true”
instructs the PoC Server to accept the access to the PoC Session. This value SHALL be assigned the numeric value of 1.
