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1 Reason for Change

XDM 2.0 Requirement Document doesn’t have any mention about Aggregation Proxy or Search Proxy. This CR adds these two system elements to the document.

See changes below to the XDM 2.0 Requirement document (OMA-RD-XDM-V2_0_20051226-D).
6.1 System Elements

This section contains high-level requirements on the basic functionality required by any system that implements the XDM specifications (e.g. a data repository containing shared documents, a data repository containing application-specific documents, a terminal accessing repositories as a XDM client, an application server (e.g. PoC Server) accessing repositories as a XDM client, etc.).

6.1.1 XDM Clients

 The XDM client SHALL:

1) Support document management functions identified in Section 6.1.3.

2) Support secure communications with the XDM Server.

The XDM client MAY:

3) Subscribe to and receive notifications regarding updates to documents.

6.1.2 XDM Servers

The XDM Server SHALL:
1) Support document management functions identified in Section 6.1.3.

2) Support secure communications with the XDM client.

3) Support charging mechanisms.

The XDM Server MAY:

4) Notify authorized principals of updates to documents.

5) In case of group document advertise group to members of that group automatically when group is created

6.1.3 Aggregation Proxy

The Aggregation Proxy SHALL:
1) Act as a single contact point for the XDM client implemented in an UE to access XML documents stored in any XDM servers.
2) Performs authentication of the XDM client.
3) Routes individual requests to the correct XDM Servers or the Search Proxy
The Aggregation Proxy MAY:
4) Supports charging.
5) Performs compression/decompression over the radio interface.
6.1.4 Search Proxy

The Search Proxy SHALL:
6) Acts as a single contact point for the XDM Client to search XML documents stored in any XDM Servers.
7) Routes search request to the correct XDM Servers of its own network.

8) Receive responses from XDM Servers of its own network.
9) Sends search responses to the XDM client.
The Search Proxy MAY:
10)  Routes search request to the correct XDM Servers of other networks when needed.
11) Receive responses from XDM Servers of other networks when needed.
12) Combines results from XDM Servers of its own network and also from other network before sending response to XDM Client.
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
