3 Detailed Proposal

Mandatory versus Optional

All attributes specified must be supported by the server.  Clients MUST support all mandatory attributes and MAY support the optional attributes.  If a client receives a not supported attribute, it MUST ignore the attribute without generating any error.

A user MUST complete all mandatory attributes of the user profile to be able to use services related to the user profile (e.g. search user profile).  This means that a user can only have a user profile if he completes all mandatory attributes.  It is up to the service provider to define which attributes are mandatory.

Next gives an updated list of all attributes.   Also an indication of which attribute are searchable.  Comments contains merely questions from my side:

If a user wants to retrieve other public fields of the public profile, a separate request must be send where the input parameter is the User-ID.
UPROF-2 contains some privacy information and permissions.  To be discussed how to deal with them.  The MWG IM group would like to not have privacy information and permissions in the public profile.
