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1 Reason for Change

This draft reflects the changes in the OMA XDM-AD specification due the updates of the IETF xcap specification from version -07 to -09.
The major updates are:

From version -07 to -08:

New creation logic is defined.
A recommendation to use the name “index” if there only exists a single document for certain application usage.
Path separators SHOULD NOT be percent encoded.
Recommendation that XUI should be equal to the AOR.
Whitespace is (should be) respected and retained by XCAP.
Sections for fetching namespace bindings and the related namespace binding format have been added.
The application/xcap-ns+xml MIME type is defined.
(The schemas are not changed.)
From version -08 to -09:
New creation logic and insertion rules (insert logic) is defined.
Path Separator has been renamed to Node Selector Separator
Escape coded has been changed to percent-encoded.
A new error-element named “extension” has been added to the schema.
The managing of etags is defined/explained in more detail.
A section for Conditional Processing has been added and  it is now defined that PUT , GET and DELETE operations can be conditional.
The use of xcap-diff is removed as it is no longer needed as a Delete of an xml node shall contain the etag valid for the document after the Delete operation.
The only one change is found needed in the TS to reflect the changes above:
Changing reference to xcap-09. (Change1)
