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1 Reason for Change

1) A  Presentity needs to be able to specify which presence information that shall be sent to a polite-blocked watcher. In PRS release 1 it is defined how this can be done using a common policy for all presentities. This does not give each Presentity the possibility to specify its own policy. This CR adds a requirement that a Presentity shall be able to store a document containing presence information to be used by the Presence service at polite blocked.

2) A Presentity needs to be able to specify which presence information to be used when his Presence sources are not able to reach the Presence server or are not connected to the network. A normal case is when a user is traveling and has to switch off his mobile terminal or is on the vacation and wants to publish presence information that shall remain in the Presence service until he is back and can delete/change it. This CR adds a requirement that a Presentity shall be able to add persistent presence information, that the presence service shall use at composition.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility
