1 Reason for Change

Presence–enabled applications may define their own xml elements, to be put within the <tuple>, <device>, <person> or <presence> elements. 
Well designed applications should define such elements so as avoid conflicts in composition policy. 

The main reason is that, in most of cases, conflicts in composition policy will increase document size in NOTIFY (because of un-aggregated data), that is not desirable in a mobile environment.
Another reason is that conflicts may cause data loss (explained in the attached slides).
This CR proposes some guidelines to help applications design their extensions to presence document.

10.2 Application specific extensions
Presence–enabled applications MAY define their own xml elements, to be put within the <tuple>, <device>, <person> or <presence> elements.

It is RECOMMENDED that applications define such elements and their semantics so as avoid conflicts in the composition policy defined in section 5.4.3.1.1.

One possible way to avoid conflicts is to have one xml element type for each presence source that is expected to contribute: applications MAY define their own elements with a suitable separator within the tag (e.g.:  hyphen) in the following format:
