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1 Reason for Change
For the search functionality in XDM V2.0, it seems we need to specify how to limit the search scale (e.g. the number of logical operations) in a search request. For too large search scale may cause obvious performance issue in an XDMS.  This kind of limitation is also practical, and it can be found in many systems. It seems we need to add a requirement to describe this issue.
