6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Adding a new use case to 5.3 Presence Information

5.3.6   Service Chargeability Presence Information

5.3.6.1    ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use-case is intended to illustrate how Presence Information can be used to express whether a service is chargeable for a presentity or not.

5.3.6.2   Actors

Bob – The person that is attempting to setup the charging status of his services when he is roaming.

Jan – This is the user that attempts to communicate with Bob via SMS or voice call.

Presence Server  – This is the server that is providing the presence capability to Bob and Jan
5.3.6.3   Actor Specific Issues

Bob is subscribed to the Presence Service and he would like to express  the charging status of his services when he is roaming.
Jan would like to communicate with Bob using SMS and voice call.

The Presence Server is the network entity that manages Bob and Jan’s presence service.
5.3.6.4   Actor Specific Benefits

Bob will be able to indicate his friends that he will be charged for voice calls when he is roaming, but that he will not be charged for receiving SMS.
Jan will contact Bob by SMS instead of voice-call, so Bob will not be charged.
5.3.6.5   Pre-conditions

Jan and Bob are provisioned as users of the Presence Service, and any other communication services they want to initiate (e.g. SMS, voice call etc.). Bob is roaming due to a working-trip and, by calling his service provider, he has realized that he will be charged for receiving voice calls but not for receiving SMS.
5.3.6.6   Postconditions

Jan and Bob were able to communicate successfully according to their presence preferences.
5.3.6.7   Normal Flow

1) Bob invokes his presence client and sets that he is available and willing to receive voice calls and SMS, and that he will be charged for receiving voice calls, but not for receiving SMS.

2) Jan sees that Bob is available and willing to receive voice calls and SMS, but that Bob will be charged for receiving voice calls.

3) Due to the fact that Bob will be charged for voice calls, she selects to communicate with Bob by SMS, and initiates such a session with him.
5.3.6.8   Alternative Flow

4) Bob invokes his presence client and sets that he is available and willing to receive voice calls and SMS, but he does not set if he will be charged or not for receiving voice calls and SMS.

5) Jan sees that Bob is available and willing to receive voice calls and SMS, but she does not know if Bob will be charged for receiving voice calls and SMS.

6) Not knowing that he will be charged, Jan selects to communicate with Bob by voice call, and initiates such a session with him.
5.3.6.9   Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

Presence elements are defined in an extensible way, such that applications, such as presence clients in devices, know exactly how to interpret their meaning and appropriately act on them.

7) Default Willingness (e.g. willing, not willing, etc.)

8) Application-specific Willingness (e.g. willing for PoC, not willing for IM etc);

9) Overriding Willingness (e.g. willing, not willing);

10) Application-specific Availability (e.g. registered with the PoC service);

11) Application-specific media capabilities (e.g. video support in PoC service); 
12) Application-specific Charge; i.e. whether a service is chargeable or not for the presentity;
13) Network Availability (e.g. the phone is attached or registered to the defined network such as 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD, out-of-coverage, etc.);

14) Roaming Information

Is roaming (e.g. home or visited network)

Visited network information

15) Communication address (e.g. email address, phone number, etc.);

16) Presentity supplied activity and location

Activity (e.g. in a meeting, at the movies, on the phone etc.);

Textual location (e.g. at home, at work, at the supermarket, etc.);

17) Location (e.g. device-derived location, network-derived location, etc.);

OMA recommended format for location information (e.g. MLP or GML).

18) Client device capabilities

Application capabilities(e.g. voice, text, H.263 or H.264 video, multimedia, etc.);

Bearer capabilities (e.g. UMTS, GPRS etc);

19) Time-zone (e.g. GMT etc);

20) Personal information

Mood (e.g. textual: happy, angry, sad, etc. or picture: smiley face, frowning face, etc.)

Hobbies (football, fishing, computing, dancing, etc.).

Preferred language (e.g. English, Spanish etc);
Icon (e.g. a status icon of the presentity’s choice)
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
