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1 Reason for Change

Presence information within the OMA RD for presence is considered to be very limited for a reader to fully understand the benefit of how network presence, related to delivery of the service, can be used. This CR proposes additional text for section 4 to assist in this understanding.

The result of this additional text not being included within Section 4 would limit the understanding to network presence only being an indication as to whether a device is connected or not. This is a limiting understanding that could result in deficiencies within the standard as well as limiting the options of being able to support some of the capabilities that network presence could provide.  

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

There is no foreseeable impact on previous implementations of Presence that will be affected by this additional explanation of the capabilities of network presence.

5 Recommendation

It is proposed that the proposed text that enhances the concept and understanding of presence that relates to the network delivering the presence is accepted and included within Section 4 of the OMA Presence Requirements document.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  To provide a further understanding as to the benefits of presence relating to the network over which a service is delivered. The text is proposed for Section 4 of the OMA RD-Presence document.  
4.3 Presence Information, Sources and Watchers

Wireless Village specifications define a set of attributes that convey various properties of a human user, such as UserAvailability and StatusText. An extension mechanism is also specified. SIP/SIMPLE was originally designed from communication channel point of view, e.g., to express whether a certain communication channel (voice, SMS, etc) is available, and what the priority of that channel is. SIP/SIMPLE has been extended towards more Wireless Village –like personal attributes (e.g. RPID).

Developing the Presence Service concept requires thinking about presence-related issues in broader terms still because both WV and SIP/SIMPLE do only part of the job. We need to be able to convey information about the person using Presence Service, the services the person is using, the device(s) being used to deliver the service(s), and the network(s) to which the device(s) is connected  as well as the communication means he or she uses. Further, there may be presentities and watchers that do not correspond to any human being at all, but to a service. Finally, also network elements may produce and consume Presence Information.
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
