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1 Reason for Change

These additional requirements provide the capability of being able to relate a service to the device through which the service is being delivered as well as relating the device to the network to which it is attached to. 
Without this capability there is a key disadvantage of not being able to view the presence relating to a network over which a service is being delivered. 

There is also the requirement to be able to support a minimum level of Presence that relates to the network in terms of the status of the network to which the device is attached to.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

There is no foreseeable impact on previous implementations of Presence that will be affected by these additional requirement or changes to current requirements..
