Proposal is to deny all manipulation rights of the User for IM Conversation History document as this data is stored by the IM Service (IM Server) on behalf of the User and all fields of IM conversation history document are taken (copied) directly from the SIP message(s).

5.1.11 Authorization policies

The authorization policies SHALL be defined according to [OMA-XDM_CORE-TS] and extensions defined in this subclause. 

By default, in addition to the creator of the conversation history document the User SHALL have access rights regarding the conversation history document created at the same User’s directory. 
Users SHALL NOT have manipulation rights regarding the conversation history document as this information is managed only by the IM Service, which SHALL have manipulation rights for the conversation history.
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
