The group’s understanding was that the History Information is not an XDM document and cannot be applied the same Access Permission as XDM documents, while XDM2 does not define a mechanism for the Access Permission to the History Information.
The consensus was to make it clear that at least the primary principal has the right to access to and search through the history document and not to include the statements implying the Access Permission to the History Information.
R01: Rephrased "MD-HST-002" and "MD-HST-003" and separated out an overlapping requirement. 
R02: Made it clear that History function is optional. Renumbered the items as History function is new to XDM2 and will not cause any reference problem yet.
