This contribution proposed new global document for org.openmobilealliance.shared-user-profile AUID that represents all profiles stored in Shared Profile XDMS.

Global documents

For every “shared-profile” document created in the User’s Tree for a particular user, the Shared Profile XDMS SHALL support a single document in the Global Tree named “shared-user-profile_search” representing the union of all of the <shared-profile> elements matching defined restriction across all "shared-profile" documents created by all users within the same XCAP Root.
Following restrictions SHALL be applied on the “shared-user-profile_search” global document:

· Document restrictions:

· There are no document restrictions defined for the “shared-user-profile_search” global document. All user profiles SHALL be replicated to this document.

· Element/Attribute restrictions:
· The <shared-profile> element with all its attributes and child elements except <age> element SHALL be included in the document. 
· Access restrictions:

· The authorization policy for global document “shared-user-profile_search” is described in chapter 5.1.11. No other access restrictions are defined for this document.

· Search restrictions:

· The search requests for shared user profile SHALL be responded with display name and SIP URI only. All other elements/attributes are forbidden to be included in the response.
Note: This definition does not imply that the Shared Profile XDMS must actually store this global document. The Shared Profile XDMS MUST always be prepared to process requests against this global document and the contents of this document at any point in time MUST always accurately represent the state of  all documents (with appropriate restrictions) in the Users Tree of the org.openmobilealliance.shared-user-profile Application Usage.

Authorization policies

The authorization policies for manipulating a Shared User Profile SHALL conform to those described in [XDMSPEC] Section 6.4.3.

The authorization policies for the “shared-user-profile_search” document in the Global Tree shall be as follows:

· The “shared-user-profile_search” Global Document SHALL be accessible read-only for XDMC located in a User Equipment or an Application Server.
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
