Upon receiving an XCAP request targeted to the Aggregation Proxy, the Aggregation Proxy SHALL check whether the domain of the XUI matches with the domain of the Aggregation Proxy.
1. If the domain of the XUI matches with the domain of the Aggregation Proxy, the Aggregation Proxy 
2. SHALL act as an HTTP Reverse Proxy and
3.  forward the XCAP request to the corresponding XDMS based on the AUID in the HTTP Request-URI.
4. If the domain of the XUI does not match with the domain of the Aggregation Proxy and identified domain is trusted, the Aggregation Proxy
5.  SHALL forward the XCAP request to the domain of the XUI’s  Aggregation Proxy of Remote Network with the XCAP Root URI set to the XCAP Root URI of the domain of the XUI. 
Upon receiving an HTTP POST request targeted to the Aggregation Proxy, the Aggregation Proxy SHALL forward the HTTP POST request to the Search Proxy based on the AUID in the HTTP Request URI. 

The response to the XCAP or HTTP POST request SHALL be sent back to the requestor.
